	Cysts filled with keratin

	Erythema toxicum
	Benign papular lesions with an erythematous base

	Benign pustular melanosis
	superficial pustules overlying hyperpigmented macules occurring mostly in African-American newborns

	Mongolian spots
	Also known as congenital dermal melanocytosis; blue/grey/brown skin discoloration frequently on lower back, or buttocks

	Hemangioma
	Sometimes referred to strawberry mark; birthmark that most commonly appears as a rubbery, red nodule of extra blood vessels in the skin

	Nevus flammeus
	Also known as port wine stain; a capillary malformation that can occur anywhere on the body

	Nevus simplex
	Often called macular stain, stork bite, or angel kiss; a pink-red capillary malformation that may occur on the upper eyelids, upper lip, middle of the forehead, or the nape of the neck
