Figure Legend.  Visualization of presynaptically silent synapses.  Representative images of primary rat hippocampal neurons labeled with FM1-43FX (A) to mark active presynaptic terminals and an anti-vGluT-1 antibody (B) to mark all glutamatergic terminals.  When the two images are overlaid (C), active glutamate synapses are seen as yellow (arrows).  Inactive glutamate synapses (arrowhead) are red, by virtue of the fact that they have not taken up the green FM1-43FX dye.  Active GABA synapses can also be seen in our cultures.  They are visualized in the merged image as green puncta (asterisk) because they label with FM1-43FX, but do not label with anti-vGluT-1 antibody.
