	The final part of the video screen capture has 2 problems.  This occurs at 11:44 of the current video (please also see note #1 under Audio Comments).
	First, the video field showing the table of quantification of FM1-43FX puncta needs to be held longer for the audience to see.  Second, in the current video, the bottom of the table is cut off so the audience cannot see the data for all 10 puncta.  It appears to be cut off after line 5.  This should be remedied.
