Here is the final version of the script for your video, with suggestions for

how to film each shot.

Also, all the images have to be labeled appropriately. Please see the Script

Instructions for more detail if you're having trouble.

Reply: We have add a image (Fig,1) to step P4. We did not add an image for P3 because Figures 2 & 4 in the last part will have the ink-image. All figures are labeled and indicated in the text.

Step 2.3 ‑ Please update speeds to g if possible ‑ I was unable to find a

useful speed/rcf conversion table online, and g will allow an easier

conversion for those viewers who don't have the same centrifuge. However if

you can't change all the speeds, leave them as is.

Reply: It is probably better to use RPM since this is a commonly used centrifuge. We tried but could not find the g conversion for this centrifuge.

Step 3.1 ‑ I had to remove reference to expanding the CTLs, because we can't

talk about what we won't show. Please move this information to the text

portion of the protocol, and elaborate there.

5.2 ‑ These images need to be broken into individual panels to be seen

easier on the small screen. Please separate A and B, and remove the letters.

Also ‑ you mention that tumor nodules are shown by arrows, but I don't see

any arrows.

Reply: Images are smaller and arrows have been added.

5.3 ‑ These images should also be broken up into single panels with the

CMS4‑Met and CTL+ lungs being in different images.

Reply: It is probably better for them to be together. It allow direct comparison. It is a small image.
