	Fast green dye is emptied in the dish. It should not be emptied. Fast green is injected in each cell instead which would be difficult to show here. While this problem has been corrected another one was introduced. In the original figure, the tip of the microelectrode is touching a cell in the dish whereas now, it is outside the coverslip. 
	Just show the pipet tip filled with fast green solution and do not empty it in the dish.
Please show the pipet tip touching a cell, not the pink media outside the coverslip.

	The sequence is wrong. First, the 2 cells on the left should appear at the same time and should look like the original drawing. Do not make the nucleus appear in those 2 cells. Then the 2 cells to the right should appear at the same time and the nucleus should appear in this case at the same time for both cells. 
This problem has only been solved partially. The remaining problem is that the cells to the left have no nucleus at all now. Maybe the sentence I wrote previously was confusing. The cells to the left should appear at the same time with their nucleus (just like the original figure). Do not make the nucleus appear in those 2 cells after the cells appear.
