I would like to thank you for your invitation to submit our manuscript titled, “Isolating LacZ-expressing cells from mouse inner ear tissues using flow cytometry” for review by JOVE. We are describing a novel technique using flow cytometry to isolate LacZ-expressing cells from the neonatal mouse cochlea. Cell-type specific analyses allow researchers to study rare cell populations, but are particularly difficult in inner ear tissues because of the paucity of tissues and only few transgenic reporter mouse strains are available.  Our protocol will add to the few existing tools in isolating subtypes of inner ear cells and fill a gap in the current scientific techniques. We believe it warrants publication in this journal because it will be of interest to a diverse audience in the fields of auditory neuroscience, developmental biology, and stem cell biology.
