We would be grateful, if you would consider our manuscript entitled “A simplified technique for In-situ excision of cornea and removal of retinal tissue from ocular globe” by Mohit Parekh et al. for publication in Journal of Visualized Experiments. The aim of this paper is to describe a better way to excise the corneal and retinal tissues from human cadaveric donors. Extensive research on pubmed and various sites resulted in experiments described on animal models due to its better availability over human tissues. There is not much information or publications available on human corneal and retinal excision which will be explained thoroughly for the first time in this paper. The protocol in this paper describes a systematic technique to excise human tissue along with critical steps to be followed while excising the tissues.
