I wrote some time ago to see if your magazine was interested in publishing a video on "Long-term Lethal Toxicity test with the crustacean Artemia franciscana".

I got your invitation to submit my work but because of my maternity and continuous work deadlines I always postponed the submission. 

I would still like to propose my video accompanied by a short article by the magazine as required. 
Our research activities target the use of biological methods for the evaluation of environmental quality, with particular reference to saltwater/brackish water and sediment. In this article, we present a methodological protocol that can be used to evaluate the toxicity of chemicals and/or of marine environmental matrices. In particular, we use the crustacean Artemia franciscana, observing the mortality as an endpoint.  This study concerns the development and standardization of a valuable methodological protocol to determine long-term (14 days) lethal toxicity exerted by chemical substances, industrial wastewater or sewage and liquid environmental samples on the saltwater crustacean, Artemia franciscana.
