I. Introduce Jordan Merecka – (Dr. David Morales, informal)
a. What was it like growing up with heart problems?
b. What changed in your medical condition that caused you to need the Total Artificial Heart?
c. How did you feel before you received the Total Artificial Heart?
d. How did you feel once you had the Total Artificial Heart?
e. What was being on the Freedom® portable driver like?
f. What were you able to do with the Freedom driver?
g. What was your reaction when you found out a donor heart had become available?

II. Introduce Jordan’s parents – Suzanne & Jeff Merecka (Suzanne main speaker)
a. What has this experience been like for your family?
b. What was your reaction when doctors told you they wanted to implant a Total Artificial Heart in Jordan?
c. What are your hopes for Jordan in the future?

III. Introduce Jordan’s siblings – brother and sister
a. How does it make you feel to see your brother healthy again? – (Both)
b. <Sister>: You accepted Jordan’s high school diploma for him, what was this experience like for you?
c. How different was it being able to have Jordan at home with the Freedom driver instead of in the hospital? (Both)
d. What were you able to do together once Jordan came home? (Both)

IV. Closing Sentiments
a. Jordan expresses gratitude for everything his doctors and team did for him.
b. [bookmark: _GoBack]Dr. Morales expresses how happy he is to see Jordan doing well.

V. Final shot 
a. Group picture of Jordan, his family and Dr. Morales.
b. Becomes a snapshot.

VI. End/Roll Credits


Additional Points:

· Total video should be four to seven minutes long.
· Don believes Dr. Morales is the most appropriate person to speak as the primary narrator and interviewer because of his intimate knowledge and rapport with Jordan and his family. Should he lack interest in this leading role other options will need to be discussed.
· No set script, should be honest and real not rehearsed. However, questions should be provided to all participants in advance so that they have a chance to think about their answers and prepare.
· Video is meant to be a summation of the experience, tacked on to the Jordan Merecka Story parts one and two filmed by Texas Children’s.
