Here is an example of a protocol section:

1. The Pteronial Craniotomy:

1.1 – Once the patient is in the final position for surgery, the right malar eminence is slightly elevated and the head is turned to the left.  Often, for a middle cerebral artery aneurysm , a more lateral position of the head will be chosen.   In this case of this patient, we elected to keep the head in at an
approximately 45° position to account for the deep access required for the M1 aneurysm.

1.2 The incision for a right pterional craniotomy is marked and then a ring of benzoin adhesive is placed circumferentially around the incision. This will be used to fix adhesive barrier
drapes to protect the region of the surgery.

1.3 The adhesive barrier drapes serve to isolate the wound from hair and other scalp areas; thus creating a define area for preparing the skin incision.
