"Results" contains only 3 sentences, and does not describe the correlation of histology and OFDI.   Please provide more details.  

We have added an extensive description of the OFDI and histology findings for normal swine airway and have also added an additional figure for normal human proximal and distal airway. We have also added trichrome stains for both the swine and human airway to enhance the discussion of the findings visualized with OFDI.
Also, if fig 3d is a higher magnification of 3b, then the figure legend should say this.  
 I have added this description to Figure 3e (formerly Figure 3d) in the figure legend, indicating that it is a higher magnification view of figure 3b.  I have also added this description as it pertains to figure 4. 

 
Fig 1 legend should describe the various sections of the figure; it does not.

I have added panel labels to Figure 1 and described the various panels in the figure legend.
