	The red “X” is out of place.
	The red “X” should be at the intersection between both black lines, as it appears in the pdf.

	The skin incision is not clean (there are too many scissors cuts).
	Please, use the other take of the skin incision instead. It will be shorter, but the image could be freeze to allow enough time for the voice. Alternatively, the takes requested in comment 3 can start to be shown here.

	2:01-2:22
	There is no takes showing the incision in the linea alba and the pulling to exposure of the testicle, epidydimis and vas deferens, instead, they are shown already exposed.
	Please, change this sequence for takes of the muscle incision and the pulling, preferably both, but at least from one of them. Those takes are more essential than the take showing the testis, vas deferens and epididymis (2.5.1 in script). After 2:22 everything is ok and the vas deferens is clearly shown.

	2:50-3:00
	The moving of the testis back to the abdominal cavity is not clean and it is incomplete.
	Please, use the other take for moving the testis back to the abdominal cavity, it was cleaner, faster and complete. If it is too long, I prefer to cut the beginning of the “moving in” that the end (i.e. it is better to shown everything finally going in that stopping the take while some fat is still outside the cavity).

	3:09-3:10
	The mouse is not under proper anesthesia during the wound clipping (it can be clearly seen by the heavy breathing after the clipping).
	Please, use the other take for wound clipping.

	6.
	5:55-6:12
	There was no take for loading the manipulation pipette with CZBH media and taking the first bubble (it cannot be seen from the stereomicroscope).
	Please, substitute the whole sequence for the recorded take that showed all the embryos going inside the pipette (not the one showed here, it was another take that was filmed later where all 6 embryos went inside the glass pipette).

	7:06-7:17
	The take shows the puncture in the opposite side (left) than shown before (right). Also in this take the mouse is showing some fast breathing.
	Please, instead of this one, use the recorded right side take of oviduct puncture that follows the sequence 6:48-7:05 or the recorded one that precedes the sequence 7:18-7:42. Actually, all (i.e from “keeping the utetotubal junction accessible…” to “and without introducing more air”) could be a continuous take of the recorded sequence that ends in the take 7:18-7:42, whatever you prefer. I guess that you use this left take instead because it was slower and allows some time for the voice, but I prefer to freeze the image for a while than changing sides (also the fast breathing is a concern).
