Washing steps (membrane fraction only): wash 5 times in 200 µL 1 x washing buffer + 0.1% DDM, then 2 times in 200 µL 1 x washing buffer + 0.05% DDM, once in 200 µL 1 x washing buffer + 0.025% DDM, once in 200 µL 1 x washing buffer + 0.0125% DDM, and finally 3 times in 200 µL 100 mM ABC (ammonium bicarbonate, NH4CO3) + 2 M Urea
