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P2  Next, a cell-containing 0.3% agarose gel layer is added above the bottom layer.  In this assay, the experimental cells are treated with an inhibitor of peptidylarginine deiminase (pronounced as “pep-ti′dil ahr-juh-neen dee-im-in-ase”), or PADI (pronounced as “pad”), enzyme, developed by Dr. Subramanian (Sub-RA-MANIAN).   (0:57)

6.1b In the presence of a PADI (pronounced as “pad”) inhibitor, there was a reduction in both colony formation and colony size when compared to the DMSO control. (9:22)

6.4. This represents a 44% decrease in the average colony formation in the presence of 1 micromolar BB-Cl-amidine, indicating a significant tumorigenic inhibition of breast cancer cells by the PADI inhibitor. (10:31)
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
