Please find attached the invited manuscript “Intra-articular injection of murine MSC for the treatment of inflammation and tissue degradation in Antigen-induced Arthritis.”

This manuscript describes an established pre-clinical model for Antigen-Induced Arthritis (AIA) and the application of intra-articular injection of a therapeutic agent, in this case mesenchymal stem cells (MSC), for treatment of inflammation and tissue degradation. The technique is a valuable pre-clinical test to follow in vitro research and lead into clinical testing or larger animal models. 

Protocols currently exist for AIA however a visualized protocol is not currently available and would be a useful addition for researchers attempting to establish a preclinical model for Rheumatoid Arthritis. The use of MSC in the treatment of musculoskeletal disorders is increasing and the prospects of the discovery of an effective and novel therapeutic agent for the treatment of this incurable inflammatory immune disorder is of huge value to the field.
