	Show the x-axis title. It should say “2θ (degrees)”.

	The highlighting of the figure is not done correctly. The two mineral phases are to be highlighted, but instead the highlighting is done of the top diffractogram, and the middle line peaks that show where analcime is.
	The highlighting should be of the middle line peaks (which correspond to analcime), and the bottom line peaks (which correspond to tobermorite). Analcime text is blue, so its line peaks are the blue lines. Tobermorite text is in red, so its line peaks are those at the very bottom, also red. No highlighting is needed of the top graph, which is the diffraction data curve.
