	For the description of the nonsocial condition, it is not clear that the curtain is closed (based on the view of the camera) and the baby is pointing and at the end of the shot, looks at the camera. 
	The point of the nonsocial condition is that the curtain is closed and there is no interaction. Could you include a shot that makes it clear the curtain is closed and where the baby is not interacting (e.g., not pointing or looking at the camera)? Perhaps there is a shot that more shows the view of the screens and closed curtain from behind the baby.

	This shot goes with the comment, “At the start of each trial, make eye contact with the infant and continue bids for the infant’s attention until the infant looks.” At the end of this shot, both the experimenter and the baby look at the camera. 
	This shot should be of the experimenter and baby looking at each other and not looking at the camera. Could you adjust the shot so that it does not end with them looking at the camera?

	6:43-6:52
	In this shot, the result being read is, “Temporal 4 to 6 Hertz power was lower in both the joint attention and social engagement conditions compared with the nonsocial condition.” However the bars of the graph that are highlighted include the bars of joint attention and social engagement in every region. 
	Since this result is only about temporal power, only the joint attention and social engagement bars for the temporal region should be highlighted.

	In this shot, the comment is, “Here we can see that 6 to 9 Hertz power in the frontal region was lower in the joint attention condition compared with the language-only and nonsocial conditions.” However, the bar that is highlighted is the joint attention bar within the temporal region. 
	Since this results is about frontal 6-9 Hz power in joint attention, the joint attention bar within the frontal region should be highlighted, not the joint attention bar in the temporal region.
