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2.13 In the field, eggs are too small to clearly evaluate mortality and causes of death in situ. Therefore, the causes of mortality, like dislodgment, predation or inviability, are determined in the laboratory under a dissection microscope. (rewrite) 

3.8 One to two days after cohort establishment, use a 15x lens to assess the development of nymphs and to assign a cause of mortality if dead. Make observations at least three times per week or about every other day. (rewrite)
