We would like to thank the editor for the helpful comments and suggestions. Here, we provide a point-by-point description of how we have addressed the comments. 

Editorial comments:
1. Please ensure that all text in the protocol section is written in the imperative tense as if telling someone how to do the technique (e.g., “Do this,” “Ensure that,” etc.). The actions should be described in the imperative tense in complete sentences wherever possible. Avoid usage of phrases such as “could be,” “should be,” and “would be” throughout the Protocol. Any text that cannot be written in the imperative tense may be added as a “Note.” However, notes should be concise and used sparingly. Please include all safety procedures and use of hoods, etc.
These changes have been done.


2. If a step is highlighted please ensure that it provides a clear explanation on how to do the procedure. Only hard experimental steps can be filmed.

3. In the JoVE Protocol format, “Notes” should be concise and used sparingly. They should only be used to provide extraneous details, optional steps, or recommendations that are not critical to a step. Any text that provides details about how to perform a particular step should either be included in the step itself or added as a sub-step. Please consider moving some of the notes about the protocol to the discussion section. Also please ensure that no commercial terms are used. Please use generic terms to specify the individual steps.

4. Please reduce the instance of personal pronouns (we, you, our, etc.) to less than 20.
We have reduced it.


5. Please ensure that after all the formatting the protocol is no more than 10 pages longs and highlighted steps are no more than 2.75 pages (hard cut limit) including heading and spacing.

6. Please address individual comments marked in the manuscript as well.
