	Again the two equations: The superscript minus after “e” in the second equation is much larger than the superscript minus after “e” in the first equation.
	The minus in the second equation should be as small as in the first equation.

	In the title “Preparation of H2SO4 solutions…”, there are unnecessary spaces around the subscript numbers of sulfuric acid: “H 2 SO 4”.
	The spaces should be deleted: “H2SO4”.

	In the title “Determination of Total P (…) to ISO mini” there is an unnecessary space between “ISO” and “mini”: “ISO mini”.
	The space should be deleted: “ISOmini”.

	In the equation, the font is not consistent (compare “mL” in the numerator and dominator.
	The font should be consistent.

	Representative results: Figure 4 caption
	Text says “CAPS (9.4-10.0)”.

	Representative results: Third paragraph starting with “In comparison to the results of other researchers…”
	In the first and second line, thus two times, the text says “NTMPP/g”.
	The text should say both times “NTMP-P/g” (new dash symbol):
