It’s not a main focus, so it is fine to be brief, but in the draft there are too many pieces missing or mixed up and it is confusing. For example, the centrifugation shot is not shown, but text and VO are for the centrifugation (“spin”).
“For the animals, collect gravid adult animals in M9.” 4.4.0, then 4.4.0.1. “Wash them twice with M9, repeating the spin and aspiration.” 4.4.1.2, then 4.4.1. “Then, re-suspend C. elegans in 4 mL of M9 and add 2 mL of hypochlorite solution.” 4.4.2.
