[bookmark: _GoBack]Box plot showing average cell number on collagen I control spots when varying numbers of cells are plated. The cell density increases as plating number increases, until a plateau is reached. The optimal cell number for plating would be below 17,500 cells per well, as this keeps the cells sub-confluent by the end of the assay.  This optimization allows for identification of conditions that both enhance and inhibit the growth of cells on the MEMA.
