	Currently narrator says “Next, perform rigid registration in the sagittal orientation”

Please remove the term “sagittal orientation” such that the narrator only says “Next, perform rigid registration of the magnetic resonance image, or MRI…”

	Slow down screen image and insert new narration
	Please slow down this section and zoom to show only the bottom 2 squares. This shows elastic registration. We should be able to see the change that occurs in the image on the bottom right square. 

Please insert this narration at 3:41: “After performing rigid registration, press the “Next” button on the console to perform elastic registration. This adjusts for prostatic deformation that occurs secondary to compression by the transrectal ultrasound probe.”

	
	3:58-5:00: 
	Live ultrasound should be side-by-side to create a split screen view
	In these sections we need to show the ultrasound images (Located at the bottom half of the screen on the uploaded videos). We should crop the bottom half and place it to the right of what is already shown in this video. This will show a “dual screen” that is very important to performing this procedure. Otherwise, half the image data is missing.

	Motion compensation voiceover/interview
	It makes more sense for this to be placed before motion compensation is shown on the screen. Please reinsert at 4:37

	This part should really only show the needle being inserted into the needle guide. The 1 second clip at 5:27 shows the needle gun being fired, which should NOT be shown here.

	Please show screen capture of needle being advanced toward red bowtie marker

	This clip of prior biopsy cores being removed from the display screen should be repositioned earlier in the video
	This section should be moved to right before the “targeting” section and should have its own heading. The heading should be “Review Prior Core Pathology.” It should be reinserted at 3:43.

I have uploaded a new video that I think is better. The title is “Core Removal 2.” This should replace the video that is currently being shown at 6:14-6:23. 

	
	6:24-6:50
	Needle Auto-segmentation needs to be repositioned and should have better video clips
	This section makes more sense if it is repositioned at 6:02. 

We also need to show some better images of the needle autosegmentation. This should show Dr. Marks and his assistant at the computer, reviewing and adjusting the red line that represents the trajectory of the needle (currently 6:50-6:51 – this should be slowed down and more footage should be shown).
