	Those two shots have been switched in order. The narration is correct (first washing with PBS, afterwards addition of PBS-NaN3) but does not match the containers shown in frame.
	Please switch both shots, so that the “second” shot (0:59-1:05) comes first and is followed by the “first” shot (0:51-0:59) in order to match the narration and the visual.
