	The behavioral assessment scoring portion of the video (4:01-5:02) currently shows a single clip for each category from a variety of rats and does not indicate what the performance level is, leaving it unclear for viewers on how to perform the scoring and what representative scores look like.


	To aid viewers to understand how to score the various categories, could we please have sample clips from both normal and abnormal (impaired) rats as a side-by-side split frame or sequentially along with onscreen text indicating the score for each category of Table 1 Revised?
*Note: having the behavioral footage playing at reduced speed will help for clarity (~ ½ speed).
In the revised shotlist (59738_Martinez_Shotlist_042019 Revised.docx) we indicate sample clips and takes to use to show normal/impaired behavior and what the scores in Table 1 would be for each of the categories.
For example: In 3.4 (Articular movements of the hindlimb) It’s noted that 3.4.1 t1 shows a score of “normal” for ankle, knee, and hip movements; whereas 3.5.1 shows a score of “slight” for the ankle, knee, and hip.

Please note that the notations in the shotlist only indicate performance for the left hindlimb which is all that is required to show (except for tail up/down category and coordination involving the left hindlimb and left forelimb).
Categories:

Articular movements of the hindlimb (3.4) 

Weight support (3.5)

Digit position (3.6)

Stepping (3.7)

Coordination (3.8)

Tail position (3.9)

For the stepping category which isn’t readily noted in the shotlist:

1) Lab media 3.5.1 shows dorsal placements of the left hindlimb and therefore the rat would not receive a score for either orientation of paw at contact and lift, swing movement, or forelimb-hindlimb coordination.

2) The raw clips from the shot for the rat shown briefly @4:57 is an intact (uninjured) rat and would receive the maximum score in all categories.

3) The raw clips from the shot for the rat shown @4:34 shows external paw rotation of the left hindlimb on contact and lift and an irregular swing.
