Thank you for inviting us to submit this manuscript.
We marked ‘Standard Access’ on the license agreement. I am requesting a grant sponsor to pay the charges for this article, and if they agree I will request a change for ‘Open Access’.

The protocol includes field and laboratory video footage. We are adapting a planned field experiment for the field footage. The time frame for shooting the field footage will be early June with the window of opportunity from about 25 May to 12 June. If we miss this window in the spring, we will have to adapt another experiment and shoot later in the fall.

We opted against including a protocol of making microscope slides of the voucher specimens. We typically make permanent museum-quality slides for these vouchers using an involved process to prepare the specimen and then mounting it in Canada Balsam. This is the process taxonomic specialists use, and it is beyond the immediate scope of this article. However, it would be important to have an article specifically delineating the process, and Tom Skarlinsky is interested in a separate submission for this procedure.
