	The green animated arrows are moving in the wrong directions to match the audio. When the narrator states “this similarity indicates the abundance decreases”, the green arrow should be moving DOWN the Y-AXIS. Abundance is represented by the Y-axis, with the highest values at the top and lowest at the bottom.
	Switch the ordering of the green animated arrows so that the first arrow moves DOWN the Y-axis, then is followed by the second arrow moving RIGHT along the X-axis (corresponding to “as the body size increases”).
