Lastly, the signal increased roughly linearly across the recording period for the three protocols. The slope of the line was highest for the infusion-only protocol, intermediate for the bolus-only, and smallest for the hybrid bolus/infusion protocol. This is consistent with the conclusion that the hybrid protocol provides a more stable signal across the recording period.
