	These were noted as important steps and should be included in some capacity in the video. Skipping to a shot of a suddenly opened head capsule is confusing without this intermediate step.

	Video from 1:34-1:36 (when a drop of Ringer’s solution is applied) can be repeated after shot 2.5.2. The first is for cleaning, and is removed (as in the video, 1:34-1:41), the second application remains for the preparation. Shot 2.5.3. was made during the shoot and should also be available to add here. If this is not possible, video from 1:34-1:36 can be repeated, as it is the same in both steps.
