-The sentence “Control guinea pigs had either undergone sham surgery (in which a craniotomy was made but the endolymphatic sac and duct were identified but not disturbed) or had not undergone any surgery other than that needed to make auditory function measures.” should be changed to (in which the endolymphatic sac were identified but not disturbed).

In the Discussion section, second paragraph, I think the sentence “A critical step is ensuring no visible connection between the dura and the operculum.” should be omitted. 
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
