Based on your comments, we have changed the title to "Analysis of non-human primate pancreatic islet oxygen consumption". We hope that our manuscript is now acceptable for consideration for publication in Journal of Visualized Experiments. In this manuscript, we describe measurement of oxygen consumption (a proxy for mitochondrial function and cellular metabolism) in whole pancreatic islets. The methods described in our manuscript should be applicable to any spherical structure, including tissue organoids. Given the critical role that mitochondrial function plays in the insulin-producing beta cell and diabetes etiology, we feel that this methodology will be of great importance to the field.
