
Six regions:

Divide each side of the lung into three regions along the anterior axillary and posterior axillary line. These are the anterior, lateral, and posterior areas. Thus, both lungs are divided into six regions.

When necessary, we can also divide each lung into upper and lower lung fields by the nipple connection line. Thus there should be 12 regions on both lungs.
