REQUIRED Intro:

1.1.	Debasish Sundi: The purpose of this protocol is to facilitate adoption of robotic radical cystectomy. Although it is a complex procedure, our goal is to demonstrate how it can be broken down into simple and reproducible component steps.

1.2.	Stephanie Stillings: Radical cystectomy remains the standard of care for patients with localized invasive bladder cancer. It is a relatively risky procedure, with a 20% risk of major complications. It is possible that a robotic surgical approach might contribute to decreasing complications, which has been suggested in multiple clinical trials and which is the subject of several major enhanced recovery pathways.
