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I am a Senior Research Scientist in the group of Dr. Carla Shatz at Stanford University. During my PhD at Yale University, I investigated dendritic summation mechanisms using voltage-sensitive dyes in the group of Dr. Dejan Zecevic. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]My research focuses on molecular underpinnings of experience-dependent plasticity at the synaptic level. Of particular interest are innate immune molecules that have a role in pruning excitatory synapses during critical periods of development, but remain a part of adult learning mechanisms as well. Innate immune molecules have also been implicated in Alzheimer’s disease, schizophrenia, and autism where they might contribute to synaptic dysfunction.
