Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Time in Video: 00:56 and 03:01, and Location in Text: 1.3 and 1.11
Comment: No mention of preoperative and postoperative analgesia in the video or the text protocol. In the JoVE Animal Use Guidelines, in the section on Survival Procedures, the first bulleted point states “Animals must receive post-surgical treatment, such as . . . treatment for post-surgical pain.”   The US National Kidney Foundation website (https://www.kidney.org/kidney-topics/pain-medicines-and-kidney-disease) lists analgesics which can be used for pain that will not adversely affect the kidneys. In an article – [Prowle JR et al. Postoperative acute kidney injury in adult non-cardiac surgery: joint consensus report of the Acute Disease Quality Initiative and PeriOperative Quality Initiative. Nat Rev Nephrol. 2021 Sep;17(9):605-618. doi: 10.1038/s41581-021-00418-2. Epub 2021 May 11. PMID: 33976395; PMCID: PMC8367817], the authors indicate that NSAIDS may be used for pain relief after acute kidney injury.
Suggested change: Include pre- and post-operative analgesia regimen in the text protocol, OR provide justification for why analgesia was not administered. Also, provide specific documentation from your animal ethics committee (in English) indicating the non-use of analgesia.

Comments: 
· Hair is removed after a sterile drape is placed.
· The surgical area is disinfected with alcohol alone, which is against JoVE guidelines.
· The skin incision is made with scissors, which is against JoVE guidelines.
Suggested change: Delete this footage and modify the voiceover to accommodate this video edit.

Location in Text: 1.1
Comment: The text does not mention sterile surgical scissors and forceps.
Suggested change: Please add text describing all tools as sterile. The surgical drape should also be sterile.

Location in Text: 1.2
Comment: The text states, “Throughout the procedure, avoid unnecessary anesthesia.”
Suggested change: Please add text to ensure mice do not respond to a toe pinch during clamping with isoflurane 1%-1.5%. 

Location in Text: 1.2
Comment: The ophthalmic ointment being applied is not described. Per the JoVE Animal Use Guidelines: “Use ophthalmic ointment on eyes to prevent dryness while under anesthesia.” 
Suggested change: Add this step to the text.

Location in Text: 1.3
Comment: The surgical area was disinfected with alcohol alone. Per the JoVE Animal Use Guidelines: “The surgical area must be disinfected several times in a circular motion with both an iodine-based or chlorhexidine-based scrub and alcohol.” 
Suggested change: Amend the text to follow this guideline.

Location in Text: 1.3 and 1.11
Comment: Pre-operative and post-operative analgesia (pain medications) are not described. Animals must receive pre-operative analgesia. Also, post-surgical treatment includes recovery housing and post-operative analgesia for post-surgical pain. 
Suggested change: Include pre- and post-operative analgesia regimen in the text protocol, OR provide justification for why analgesia was not administered. Also, provide specific documentation from your animal ethics committee (in English) indicating the non-use of analgesia.

Location in Text: 1.4
Comment: Skin incision is made with scissors. Per the JoVE Animal Use Guidelines: “Scissors should not be used to make skin incisions for recovery surgeries.” 
Suggested change: Edit the text to use a sterile blade instead of or omit the word “scissors.”

Location in Text: 1.7
Comment: Uncertain about the meaning of “Performing surgery from behind reduces the risk of liver damage.” 
Suggested change: Please clarify to rephrase this in the text. Does this mean exteriorizing the kidney from the abdominal cavity reduces the risk of liver damage?

Location in Text: 1.7.1
Comment: Please clarify what blood vessel is meant by “Identify a blood vessel, other than the renal arteries and veins, that supplies blood to the right kidney, and then ligate or clip it.” 
Suggested change: Edit the text to name the blood vessel in the text (i.e., suprarenal artery and vein).

Location in Text: 1.8.
Comment: Please clarify what blood vessel is meant by “Identify a blood vessel, other than the renal arteries and veins, that supplies blood to the left kidney, and then ligate or clip it.” 
Suggested change: Edit the text to name the blood vessel in the text (i.e., suprarenal artery and vein).

Location in Text: 1.9
Comment: The text states, “Reduce the concentration of inhalation anesthesia as much as possible and try to keep the animal warm.”
Suggested change: Please add text to ensure mice do not respond to a toe pinch during clamping time. 

Location in Text: 1.11
Comment: The text states, “To minimize the risk of post-operative infection, apply an antiseptic (e.g., iodine/alcohol solution) to the surgical area.”
Suggested change: Please clarify that this is povidone iodine. Intraabdominal isopropyl alcohol in mice can cause severe complications, including death, due to its toxicity. Please remove alcohol from the text here.
