Please find enclosed my revised manuscript submission (JoVE61515), titled “Whole animal imaging of Drosophila melanogaster using microcomputed tomography”. This manuscript was commissioned by Dr. Kyle Jewhurst on January 23rd, 2020 for publication in your journal. I have now made all editorial corrections/revisions suggested by you. 

In this manuscript, I have outlined in detail a protocol for visualization of Drosophila melanogaster using microcomputed tomography (µ-CT) that I devised and utilized in a recent paper (Schoborg et al. 2019, Development). µ-CT is an X-ray based technique that allows for micron-level imaging of entire intact organisms, and is therefore incredibly useful for answering questions related to anatomy, physiology, and development. Other studies have used this technique for imaging Drosophila and other insects, and my goal with this manuscript is to provide a standardized, easily accessible method for the application of this technique. This will allow others to more easily adopt the technique for their own imaging applications in the fly.

In the newest revised version of this manuscript, I have gone point by point through each of your comments and corrections and made the necessary changes, which have been ‘track changed’ in Word so you can easily see the changes made.
