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Biography

Professor Pierre-Majorique Léger is a professor at HEC Montréal and holds the NSERC-Prompt Industrial Research Chair in User Experience. He holds a Ph.D. in Industrial Engineering from École Polytechnique de Montréal. His research seeks to improve the user experience (UX) while learning or using technology. He does this by analyzing massive amounts of bio-physiological data that are generated during human-IT interactions (HCI), which allow him to qualify emotion and cognitive responses in users. He is the author of over 50 scientific articles, he holds at least 10 invention patents and has also been involved with several start-ups. He is the co-directors of the Tech3Lab, a research laboratory devoted to the investigation of human factors in IT. He is also the director of the ERPsim Lab and the principal inventor of ERPsim, a simulation game to teach ERP concepts, which is now used in more than 30,000 students per year in 225 universities worldwide and hundreds of organisations.
