REQUIRED Interview Statements:

1.1.	Katie Hamel: Traditional molecular studies are done on whole cerebellar extracts, which can mask any distinctions across specific cerebellar regions. This protocol makes it possible to assess distinct regions of the cerebellum separately and allows for the exploration of molecular mechanisms that may underlie their unique contributions to a variety of behaviors.
