And now on behalf of all authors, I am pleased to submit a manuscript titled “A rapid screening workflow to identify potential combination therapy for glioblastoma using patient-derived glioma stem cells” to JOVE for consideration. 
In this manuscript, we described a protocol that began with isolation and culture the primary glioma stem cells from a glioblastoma patient, till they formed neuro-spheres and were infected with luciferase, and finally were used for a drug combination screening. Moreover, we proposed a simple formula to rapidly identify the potential drug combination and applied it for a test screen in which those targeted agents to enhance the anti-glioma effect of temozolomide were identified.
