4.1.2 Advancing the glide catheter over the glidewire through the aorta and over the aortic arch. The wire is removed, and dilute contrast is then puffed while selecting proximal left vertebral artery. (0:26)

4.2.1-4.2.2 Digital subtraction angiography is performed while injecting the the left vertebral artery with iodinated contrast. (0:02)

4.5.1 The microcatheter is past through a guide catheter over a microwire. It is advanced over the arch and then retracted to select the right subclavian artery. The wire is advanced into the subclavian artery, retracted and turned to select the right vertebral artery, and then the microcatheter is advanced over the microwire into the vertebral artery. (0:25)
4.5.2 The microwire is advanced into the microcatheter, which is then advanced to the distal cervical segment of the vertebral artery. (0:14)
4.6.1-4.7.2 The microcatheter is advanced into the basilar artery. The micorwire is then advanced into the target artery, in this case the left posterior cerebral artery. The microcatheter is gently advanced over the wire until it is beyond the origin of this vessel. The microwire is then slowly removed from the animal. (0:32)
4.8.1 Injection of the left vertebral artery is repeated to confirm microcatheter position. (0:02)
4.8.2 Injection under higher magnification confirms occlusion of the left posterior cerebral artery. (0:02)
