Reviewer 1 Comments: 

Time in Video: 01:32
Comment: The wire lid for the modeling box looks rusty.
Suggested change: Trim the video at this point where the rust is more prominently visible on the lid.
 
Time in Video: 01:37
Comment: I trust the lab has ensured that the food and water are accessible to the animal in this modeling box over one of the platforms.
Suggested change: Add onscreen text to the video: Ensure positioning the food and water over one of the platforms
 
Time in Video: 02:09, and Location in Text: 2.6
Comment: The voiceover and text state that the drug is given by gastric lavage. “Lavage” is the wrong word, as this means the stomach is washed out and flushed. The correct word is “gavage.” This word means the substance is delivered into the stomach.
Suggested change: Change both the voiceover and the text to use the word “gavage.”
 
Time in Video: 02:26-02:28 and 02:30–02:34
Comment: It is important that rats are grasped mid-tail and not at the distal tail. If too much tension is at the end of the tail, there is a high risk of pulling the skin off (degloving injury).
Suggested changes: Delete this scene of picking the rat by its tail far end and pulling the far end of the tail on the grip strength meter.
1. To compensate for the deletion, modify the voiceover narration to “For grip strength assessment, gently place the rat on the grip strength meter and record the data on the computer”.
2. Show the video of placing the rat on the meter (02:29-02:31 and use a freeze frame if required). Add onscreen text during the data recording scene (Pull the rat backward with a uniform force) to compensate for the deleted scene.


Reviewer 2 Comments: 

Time in Video: 01:32
Comment: The MMPM grate cover was rusty.
Suggested change: Trim the video at this point where the rust is more prominently visible.
 
Time in Video: 02:26-02:28 and 02:30–02:34
Comment: Picking up the rats by the end of the tail. While this is not consistent with JoVE guidelines, the person in the video helped support the rat’s body when lifting, and the nature of the grip strength test may prevent them from holding the tail closer to the body. 
Suggested changes:
1. Delete this scene of picking the rat by its tail far end and pulling the far end of the tail on the grip strength meter.
2. To compensate for the deletion, modify the voiceover narration to “For grip strength assessment, gently place the rat on the grip strength meter and record the data on the computer”.
Show the video of placing the rat on the meter (02:29-02:31, and use a freeze frame if required). Add onscreen text during the data recording scene (Pull the rat backward with a uniform force) to compensate for the deleted scene.
 
Time in Video: 02:46-02:54
Comment: The voiceover says all black clothing should be worn, but in the video, the researchers wear long white lab coats over their black clothes.
Suggested change: As this contradicts, this scene may be deleted, and the voiceover information be placed as a text overlay: Ensure the experimenters wear black clothing when placing or guiding the rats to avoid influencing the behavior
 
Time in Video: 03:46-04:06
Comment: The water in the Morris Water Maze did not appear clean (something dispersed and floating on top of the water), and the platform in the MWM was very rusty. The presence of rust prevents appropriate sanitization of the equipment. 
Suggested changes:
1. Delete this segment (video and audio).
2. Modify the voiceover narration to “After setting up the Morris Water Maze, define the arena boundaries………..” to compensate for the deleted segment.
 
Time in Video: 04:47–04:58, and Location in Text: 3.3 Morris water maze in rats
Comment: The video describing data analysis shows rats swimming in what appears to be opaque water (often MWM has white tempura paint or powdered milk added to prevent animals from seeing the submerged platform), but earlier in the videos, the lab equipment was filled with uncolored water.
Suggested changes:
1. Edit the text at the appropriate place(s) to clarify whether MWM experiments were done with clear or opaque water, and if the latter, how often and by what method was the MWM cleaned?
2. Add the information as concise onscreen text to the video.
 
Location in Text: 4.1.2
Comment: The text describes collecting blood from the “abdominal aorta” using a “blood sampling vessel.”  It is not clear if this is ante- or postmortem as this is not a typical ante-mortem procedure.
Suggested change: In the text manuscript, clarify whether blood collection is a survival procedure. If it is, more details on sterility must be provided to ensure JoVE guidelines are followed. If blood collection was done after euthanasia, please state this clearly by editing the step.
 
Location in Text: -
Comment: The final disposition of the animals should be addressed.
Suggested change: Consider adding the final disposition of the animals and a brief description of disposition procedures that ensure animal welfare
