Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Time in Video: 01:12-01:15
Comment: It states that the sterilized knife needs to be plugged in, but the tip is moving around an unsterilized surface.
Suggested change: Crop the video frame to avoid showing the knife tip touching the unsterile areas.
 
Time in Video: 01:44
Comment: Anesthetic depth is not confirmed.
Suggested change: Add a text overlay to the video: TXT: Confirm the depth of anesthesia via a toe-pinch
 
Time in Video: At many places
Comment: The mouse needs to have better shaving at the prepuce and surrounding area
Suggested changes:
1. Crop the video frame at 01:39-01:43 to avoid showing the animal.
2. Crop the video frame/blur the fur at 02:10-02:29 as required.

Comment: The knife appears to be cutting the prepuce.
