Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Time in Video: 1:30
Comment: Should specify 3 iterations of alternating iodine and alcohol scrubbing.
Suggested change: Add a text overlay to the video. TXT: Repeat 3x

Location in Text: 2.1.5
Comment: This procedure appears to be only a few hours. Why would you need to administer subsequent buprenorphine injections?
Suggested change: Edit the text to remove or at least add that it depends on the euthanasia time point.

Location in Text: 3.3
Comment: Disinfection only mentions iodine.
Suggested change: Edit the text to specify 3 iterations of alternating iodine and alcohol scrubbing.

Location in Text: 4.4 and 4.5
Comment: Both the vessel identification and intravenous injection sections are confusing. The role of preconditioning and postconditioning is not very clear. 

Suggested change: Add a NOTE in the text to explain why identifying each vessel is important and how it contributes to the procedure. 

Location in Text: 5. Sampling
Comment: Are the blood samples collected during the tissue collection period or during the surgery? The blood sample collection talks about hemostasis, but the tissue sampling discusses exsanguination. 
Suggested change: Clarify in the text when the blood sampling takes place.


Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: 1:38
Comment: The depth of anesthesia was not confirmed prior to initiating painful surgery. Confirm a surgical plan of anesthesia prior to starting surgery with appropriate monitoring (e.g., toe pinch).
Suggested change: Add a text overlay to the video. TXT: Confirm the depth of anesthesia via a toe-pinch before making the incision

Time in Video: 1:38, 2:25, 3:34, 3:51 	
Comment: Non-sterile gloves can be seen contacting surgically prepared skin, sterile gauze, and/or the surgical incision. Only sterile instruments or gloves may come into contact with the surgical field.
Suggested change: Add a text overlay to the video at 01:38. TXT: Use sterile gloves and change when non-sterile surfaces are contacted

Time in Video: 2:03-2:08 & 2:24-2:26	
Comment: Viscera can be seen contacting the haired skin outside the surgical field. Only sterile instruments or gloves may come into contact with the surgical field.
Suggested change: Delete the segments where the viscera is contacting the haired skin outside the surgical field.

Time in Video: 2:38-2:46 & 3:05-3:11	
Comment: The voiceover calls for monofilament suture; however, braided suture is clearly used in the video, causing unnecessary friction when pulled under the supra-coeliac aorta. As described in the procedure and discussion text, the use of a monofilament suture prevents adherence to surrounding tissues and is less traumatic.
Suggested change: Refilm these segments.

Time in Video: 3:25-3:33 & 4:03-4:15	
Comment: Suture material and needle can be seen contacting non-sterile surfaces outside of the surgical field. Do not drag suture material over non-sterile surfaces while suturing wounds.
Suggested change: Delete the segments showing suture material dragging over the unsterile fur. Use frame holds of sutured skin to cover the voiceover information.

Location in Text: 3.3
Comment: In describing aseptic preparation of the animal, the text only mentions disinfection with povidone-iodine solution. Alcohol should be used in alternation with iodine.
Suggested change: The surgical area must be disinfected several times with both an iodine-based or chlorhexidine-based scrub and alcohol.

Location in Text: 4.1 and 5.1
Comment: No mention of confirming the surgical depth of anesthesia prior to initiating painful surgery. 
Suggested change: Edit the text to confirm a surgical plan of anesthesia prior to starting surgery with appropriate monitoring (e.g., toe pinch).
