Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Location in Text: 1.1.2
Comment: There is no mention of thermal support (e.g., a temperature-controlled heating pad) during the procedure.
Suggested change: The verbiage should indicate thermal support provided to the anesthetized animal during the surgical procedure.

Location in Text: 1.2 NOTE
Comment: It is noted, “The surgical area on the rat is shaved and disinfected with an antiseptic solution.” It should be noted that the surgical area is shaved and disinfected several times in a circular motion using iodine-based or chlorhexidine-based scrub, followed by an alcohol rinse or wipe.
Suggested change: The verbiage should include that the surgical area is shaved and disinfected several times in a circular motion using iodine-based or chlorhexidine-based scrub, followed by an alcohol rinse or wipe.

Location in Text: 1.2 NOTE
Comment: It is noted, “The surgical procedure is performed on a sterile drape.” In the video, a drape is used under and over the animal, in addition to 4x4 gauze. All of this should be sterile.
Suggested change: The verbiage should include that sterile drapes and 4x4 gauze will be used to isolate the incision site.
Location in Text: 1. Surgical Procedure.
Comment: There is no mention of surgical closure of the incision site.
Suggested change: It should be noted how the uterus and abdominal wall are closed (e.g., using an absorbable monofilament suture to close each layer separately). Closure of the skin should also be noted. For example, suture material (e.g., using a non-absorbable monofilament suture) or staples/wound clips could be used to close the skin.

Location in Text: 1.4 
Comment: It is noted, “To alleviate postsurgical pain, administer analgesics like buprenorphine (0.05-0.1 mg/kg, subcutaneously); repeat every 8-12 h for up to 48-72 h as required.” “Up to 48-72 h as required” implies that the analgesic could be administered for less than 48 hours. Also, current literature supports the administration of buprenorphine every 8 hours to achieve adequate analgesia.
Suggested change: Include verbiage indicating that opioid analgesics are administered for 48-72 hours to alleviate postsurgical pain. Buprenorphine (0.05-0.1 mg/kg) can be administered subcutaneously every 8 hours for 48-72 hours. Alternatively, sustained-release buprenorphine can be administered once at a dose of 0.5-1.2 mg/kg subcutaneously, which will provide analgesia for 48-72 hours.
