Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Time in Video: 1:12-01:22, and Location in Text: 1.2
Comment: Ethanol alone is not an acceptable method for surgery preparation. Preparation of the animal should not occur in the same location as surgery. 
Suggested changes: 
1. Delete this segment from the video and place skin preparation details as a text overlay TXT: Disinfect the surgical area 3x with alternating rounds of chlorhexidine/iodine and alcohol
2. Edit the text to describe disinfecting the surgical site several times in a circular motion with both an iodine-based or chlorhexidine-based scrub and alcohol. 

Time in Video: 01:23, and Location in Text: 1.3
Comment: The use of a sterile drape is best practice.
Suggested changes: 
1. Add onscreen text to the video TXT: Drapes are omitted for demonstration purposes
2. In the text manuscript, mention using sterile drapes in the procedure.

Time in Video: 1:29, and Location in Text: 1.4

Comment: The incision shown is longer than 3mm. The voiceover states it is 3 mm long in the skin, plus 1.5 mm. Not only is this unclear, but the video is also inaccurate.  
Suggested change: Revisit, edit the text, and modify the narration accordingly.

Time in Video: 3:35 
Comment: Using a running ford interlocking suture pattern to close the abdominal wall is inappropriate. There is no description or depiction of closing the skin layer. 
Suggested change: Delete the suturing segment from the video and place the voiceover information as onscreen text overlay.

Time in Video: 3:37, and Location in Text: 5.1
Comment: There is no mention of post-op recovery. There is no description of analgesia. 
Suggested changes: 
1. Edit the text to add post-op care and analgesia regimen.
2. Add text overlay to the video mentioning post-op recovery and analgesia regimen. 

Location in Text: 1.4. NOTE
Comment: “The above steps can make the abdominal cavity exposure area smaller, decreasing the probability of infection.” A small incision does not necessarily reduce the risk of infection. The best prevention for infection is strict adherence to aseptic technique. 
Suggested change: Remove this NOTE from the text.


Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: - 
Comment: At a few places in the video, long hair comes into contact with the surgical field. 
Suggested change: Zoom in/blur/crop the video frame as suitable at necessary places.

Time in Video: 1:12-01:18, and Location in Text: 1.2
Comment: Surgical site disinfection is performed by a single spray of alcohol. Ethanol alone is not an acceptable method for surgery preparation. 
Suggested changes: 
0. Delete this segment from the video and place skin preparation details as a text overlay TXT: Disinfect the surgical area 3x with alternating rounds of chlorhexidine/iodine and alcohol
0. Edit the text to describe disinfecting the surgical site several times in a circular motion with both an iodine-based or chlorhexidine-based scrub and alcohol. 

Time in Video: 01:02 and 03:49
Comment: No mention of ophthalmic lubricant.
Suggested change: Add onscreen text to the video TXT: Apply ophthalmic ointment to both eyes 

Location in Text: 1.1
Comment: Tribromoethanol is generally not recommended for survival procedures.
Suggested change: Provide specific documentation from the animal ethical committee-approved procedure that mentions using tribromoethanol, OR Change procedures to include a different anesthetic or a more general statement about providing an IACUC-approved surgical anesthetic regimen.

Location in Text: 1.4
Comment: The description of the incision states, “Make a 3 mm-long incision in the central abdomen, followed by a 1.5 mm incision between the upper abdomen and the xiphoid process.” It is unclear why two incisions are described; the video portrays a single incision. If this describes a separate incision in the abdominal wall/peritoneum, that is unclear. The video also portrays an incision much larger than 3 mm, which is likely needed to visualize the necessary structures.
Suggested change: Change the text to clarify how the incision is made.

Location in Text: 3.2 
Comment: The phrase “With the connection of 0.25 x 0.35 mm to 0.25 mm needles polyethylene pipe piercing ampulla surrounding area…” is not clear
Suggested change: Consider breaking into multiple sentences or rewording to clarify.

Location in Text: 4.3
Comment: Closure is described as using “nonabsorbent monofilament polypropylene sutures.”
Suggested change: Recommend using absorbable suture material for internal sutures, OR Provide specific documentation from the animal ethical committee-approved procedure that mentions the use of non-absorbable sutures.

Location in Text: 6.7
Comment: This step says, “Euthanize mice by cervical dislocation”.
Suggested change: Clarify in the text if animals are anesthetized and if other methods may be used; many institutions require justification for awake cervical dislocation as a euthanasia method.

Location in Text: 6.10
Comment: Typo – “bilirubinbilirubin”
Suggested change: Fix the typo

Location in Text: “Representative Results” section
Comment: “SMA” is not defined in the body of the text
Suggested change: Define when using an abbreviation for the first time.

Location in Text: “Representative Results” section
Comment: The sentence “If the electrocoagulation area is selected in the middle and lower part of the position with an area less than one-third, the effect is likely to not meet expectations” is confusing. Meaning is unclear
Suggested change: Reword to clarify.

Location in Text: Figure 3 Legend
Comment: Text uses “alfa”
Suggested change: Change to “alpha” 

Location in Text: Materials
Comment: The type and temperature of the cautery pen are likely crucial for this type of procedure, and I could not find the model number listed in the table 
Suggested change: Include specific model number and preferably the temperature range of the cautery pen in case other users are limited to different vendors.
