Reviewer 1 Comments: 
No comments on the text and video.

Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: 3:24
Comment: The narration says to inject into the right ventricle and does not mention repeating on the other side. The written protocol in the text does specify to inject bilaterally. 
Suggested change: At the authors’ discretion, clarify in the video that the injections are bilateral with a text overlay (something like, TXT: Repeat the injection with the left lateral ventricle). Is a new syringe/needle used for the left side? If that’s the case, then the text overlay may read (TXT: Repeat the injection with the left lateral ventricle using a new syringe)

Time in Video: N/A, and Location in Text: N/A
Comment: Neither the video nor the manuscript explains why analgesia is not given to mitigate pain from elevated ICP throughout the hydrocephalic rats’ lives. 
Suggested change: It would be helpful to provide the justification in the manuscript, because anybody using this technique will need to justify the unrelieved pain/distress in their IACUC protocols.

Location in Text: 3.2.9 
Comment: “Monitor all rat pups daily for health and wellness.” The Results and Discussion sections describe potential morbidity and mortality, but monitoring isn’t detailed here. 
Suggested change: What are the parameters monitored post-injection during the nursing period? Are there humane endpoints applied to pups that aren’t thriving in order to reduce mortality? Clarify in the text.

Location in Text: 4.1, Fig 1
Comment: It appears that head ultrasound is performed on P2 (4.1) or P5 (Fig 1). 
Suggested change: Please clarify the time point for the head ultrasound. 

Location in Text: 5.2
Comment: Time point details are unclear. 
Suggested change: At what age(s) is ICP measured? It appears that it is only done once per animal and always under terminal anesthesia- is that correct? 

Location in Text: 5.3
Comment: Time point details are unclear. 
Suggested change: At what age are rats euthanized for MRI?
