Comment: The depth of anesthesia was not checked before starting terminal perfusion in the video; it is noted in the protocol
Suggested change: Add onscreen text to the video: Confirm the depth of anesthesia via a toe-pinch

Comment: Anesthetic depth should be confirmed prior to beginning perfusion (though the animal shows no signs of inappropriate depth, and this is noted in the text of the article).
Suggested change: Add onscreen text to the video: Confirm the depth of anesthesia via a toe-pinch

Time in Video: 1:41 – 4:07
Comment: Only show the portion of the animal necessary for the procedure rather than the entire animal. As well as “In non-survival procedures or dissections of euthanized animals, the workspace should be kept clean. Discarded tissue should be kept outside, and excess blood/fluids should be cleaned.
Suggested change: Zoom in/Crop the video frame as required and as much as possible in the necessary places to show only the incised area. Limit the view of the absorbent pad covered in blood and the animal’s carcass. Blur the mouse’s face.
