Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: 2:30
Comment: The voiceover narration says, “place each euthanized rat in the prone position on a heating pad…”  However, the rat is clearly still alive, not euthanized, as it is breathing. I think they meant to say “anesthetized animal” rather than “euthanized animal” or perhaps “anesthetized animal to be euthanized”. Also, the rat is placed in the supine position, not the prone position as stated in the video narration.  
Suggested change: For accuracy, change the narration to indicate that the animal was anesthetized for blood collection via cardiac puncture, and state that the rat was placed in the supine position (not the prone position). 
“2.2: After 2 weeks of treatment, place each anesthetized rat in the supine position on a heating pad.” TXT: Induction anesthesia: 2% to 3.5% isoflurane in 100% O2 at a rate of 1.5 L/min; Maintenance anesthesia: 1.5% to 3.5% isoflurane

Time in Video: 3:29
Comment: The voiceover narration says, “sprinkle the animal’s abdomen with a disinfectant…” but they apply the disinfectant to the ventral surface of the animal from the neck to the pubic area, not just the abdomen. This is not an animal welfare concern because the animal is already dead at this point in the video. Change the narration for accuracy. 
Suggested change: Please provide revised narration.

Time in Video: 3:45
Comment: The voiceover narration says to make two lateral cuts on the rib cage, exposing the thoracic viscera, but the video shows that they are making lateral cuts along the medial surfaces of each hind limb from the midline ventral abdominal incision, and that they expose the abdominal viscera, not the thoracic viscera. This is not an animal welfare concern because the animal is already dead at this point in the video. Change the narration for accuracy. 
Suggested change: Please provide revised narration.

Location in Text: 1.4
Comment: The text states checking general health conditions and potential aggressiveness. What specific criteria were used to determine the presence or absence of aggressive behaviors?   
Suggested change: Describe criteria for aggressive behaviors, including any behavioral tests that were performed. 

Location in Text: 4.1 Blood Sampling, sacrifice, and tissue sampling  
Comment: This section states: “Place the rat in the prone position on the heating pad and regulate the dose of isoflurane…”  However, in the video, the rat is placed in the supine position for this blood collection procedure.    
Suggested change: Change it to supine position.
