Location in Text: Protocol
Comment: “Male and female aged 3-6 months with a weight of 25-32 g….”. The word “mice” is missing.
Suggested change: Change sentence to “Male and Female mice aged 3-6 months with a weight of 25-32 g…”


Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Location in Text: 2.10 and 2.11; Final paragraph of discussion regarding blood pressure effects.
Comment: My only comment is on the anesthetic protocol. The use of atropine with dexmedetomidine could cause hypertension, and it is not recommended as a preemptive measure to combat bradycardia. It was specifically mentioned that the blood pressure was not monitored. This could become a confounding issue in the translatability of the findings in the future.
