Reviewer 1 Comments: 
Location in Text: 3.1
Comment: The text reads “On the day “0” anesthetize the mice with 30% isoflurane in propylene glycol”.
Suggested change: It can also say that it is an open drop method for the readers to understand.

Location in Text: 7.1
Comment: The text reads “Sterilize the operating table with a 70% ethanol solution before and after every procedure”.
Suggested change: 70% ethanol is not a sterilant. Hence, the term sterilize can be changed to “disinfect” or “clean”.


Reviewer 2 Comments: 
Time in Video: 3:44
Comment: There are a few items at this point in the video: 1) Spraying ethanol over the entire mouse results in alcohol spray inhalation and potentially exposing the mucous membranes and eyes; 2) anesthetic depth is not tested prior to incision; 3) I did not see any signs of respiration in this mouse – it appears deceased in the video. Ideally, all of the points above would be addressed in the video, but aside from assessing anesthetic depth, the other two are not of major significance.
Suggested change: Clarify the above comments.

Time in Video: 4:10
Comment: The outcome of the mouse is not mentioned.
Suggested change: The text in the video should explicitly state that the mouse is humanely euthanized at this point, or if the mouse is euthanized at the start of this video, it should be mentioned there, and the text in section 7 has to be edited accordingly.

Time in Video: 5:55, 7:46
Comment: Is there a reason that the IV injection is performed via the retro-orbital route? Although retro-orbital injection is a recognized route that is sometimes necessary and can be performed without incident by proficient individuals, one point to consider is that the viewers of this video may or may not be proficient in this technique. 
Suggested change: If possible, a less invasive route, such as a tail vein, would be preferred. One option would be to add text to the video. TXT: Other routes such as the tail vein may be used (if this is indeed the case).

Location in Text: 1.1
Comment: “House mice together; it is important to prevent the negative effects of isolation on their mood.” “Mood” is not an appropriate term here because it suggests a temporary emotional state more typical of humans rather than the behavioral or physiological effects observed in animals.
Suggested change: Consider replacing it with a more precise phrase, such as “behavior and well-being.”  For example: “House mice together; it is important to prevent the negative effects of isolation on their behavior and well-being.”

Location in Text: 2.1 and 7.1
Comment: This is just a courtesy comment: please note that ethanol is not a high-level disinfectant. The investigators may wish to consult with their veterinary team to see if this is aligned with their expectations for appropriate disinfectants.
Suggested change: In 7.1, replace the word “sterilize” with “disinfect” or “clean”

Location in Text: N/A
Comment: There is no mention of applying ophthalmic ointment to the eyes or the use of thermal support. Since animals are anesthetized, this should be performed.
Suggested change: In alignment with the JoVE Animal Use Guidelines, please describe the application of ophthalmic ointment on the eyes and the use of thermal support.
